1. Programa King Hamad Faith in Leadership Fellows, afiliado ao St Benett's Hall, University
of Oxford e Cambridge University, Reino Unido;

I11. Programas do King Hamad Cyber Peace Academy para combater o extremismo online,



radicalizacdo, bullying, discurso de 6dio, discriminagiio, racismo, sectarismo e incitamento
a violéncia e desobediéncia civil.

V. KHGC patrocinaré alunos da UnB para participarem da The King Hamad Chair in Inter-
Jaith Dialogue and Peaceful Coexistence Summer School, na Universidade Sapienza em
Roma, Italia.

Casos especi-
ficos estardo sujeitos a acordos especificos.

DOS RECURSOS FINANCEIROS

CLAUSULA TERCEIRA - As partes acordantes poderdo compartilhar os custos inerentes as diversas
atividades, segundo a sua regulamentagdo interna e entendimentos prévios e especificos para cada
caso.

Nao havera transferéncia de recursos financeiros entre as partes.

DA VIGENCIA E RESCISAO

CLAUSULA QUARTA - O presente Memorando vigorara por 05 (cinco) anos a partir da data de sua
assinatura, podendo ser rescindido, por qualquer das partes, mediante notificagdo, por escrito, com
antecedéncia minima de 60 (sessenta) dias.

O presente Memorando pode ser renovado por até dois (2) periodos de igual duragio por meio de uma
notificacdo por escrito de uma das partes e uma aceitagdo escrita pela outra.

DA PUBLICACAO

CLAUSULA QUINTA - O extrato do presente Instrumento deveré ser publicado no Didrio Oficial
da Unido, no prazo de 20 (vinte) dias a contar da data de sua assinatura, correndo tal iniciativa e despesa
por conta da Universidade Brasilia.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
(MOU) BETWEEN THE UNIVERSIDADE DE
BRASILIA AND THE UNIVERSITY and
KING HAMAD GLOBAL CENTRE FOR
PEACEFUL COEXISTENCE

The University of Brasilia (UnB), Brazilian federal institution of higher education, public foundation,
created by Law n. 3,998 of 15/12/1961, and instituted by Decree n. 500 of 15/01/1962, registered at
the Brazilian National Registry of Legal Entities — CNPJ under number 00.038. 1 74/0001-43, based in
“Campus Universitdrio Darcy Ribeiro”, Asa Norte, Zip code 70910-900, Brasilia-DF. Brazil, herein
represented by its Secretary for International Affairs, Prof. Virgilio Pereira de Almeida, Brazilian,
resident and domiciled in Brasilia, DF, Social Security (CPF) number 659.398.756-53 and Identity
Card number M3.993.431 SSP / MG, with delegation granted by the Act of the Rector No. 0843/2020
and the King Hamad Global Centre for Peaceful Coexistence (KHGC), based in the Kingdom of
Bahrain, herein represented by its Deputy Chairman of the Board of Trustees, Miss Betsy Bennett
Mathieson, Resident in The Kingdom of Bahrain.

The parties agree to sign this Memorandum of Understanding. according to the

rules and laws in force in their respective countries, subject to the following
terms and conditions:

PURPOSE

ARTICLE ONE - The present MoU sets out the terms and conditions in which
the parties agree to develop a programme of mutual co-operation and interest.

The aforementioned programmes of cooperation will be based on:

. The King of Bahrain Declaration of July 3", 2017, as authored by His Majesty King Hamad
bin Isa Al Khalifa, King of The Kingdom of Bahrain.

1. The King Hamad Faith in Leadership Fellows Programme, affiliated with the St Benett's



Hall, University of Oxford, and Cambridge University, UK.

I1. The King Hamad Cyber Peace Academy Programmes to counter online extremism,
radicalization, bullying, hate speech, discrimination, racism, sectarianism and incitement
to violence and civil disobedience.

[V. KHGC will sponsor UnB students to attend The King Hamad Chair in Interfaith Dialogue
and Peaceful Coexistence Summer School, at Sapienza University in Rome, Italy.

V. Both Parties will work to further develop and enhance the culture of peaceful coexistence
between Brazil and The Kingdom of Bahrain and the Nations of Latin America.

CONDITIONS

ARTICLE TWO - In order to give effect to the purpose of this MoU, the King Hamad Global Centre
for Peaceful Coexistence and the University of Brasilia shall:

I Indicate the person responsible for executing this Agreement.
L. Promote, in each institution, the social history and the culture of the respective countries

particularly pertaining to religious freedom, peaceful co-existence, cultural and ethnic
identities and understanding and respect of the other.

[1. Promote internships, student and faculty exchange where appropriate.

[V. Develop a joint work plan for each cooperation activity. Specific cases will be subject to
specific agreements.

FINANCIAL RESOURCES

ARTICLE THREE - The parties may share the costs of the activities by
previous and specific agreements for each case.

There will be no transfer of funds between the parties.

DURATION AND TERMINATION

ARTICLE FOUR - The present MoU will remain in force for five (5) years from the date
of its signature, and may be terminated by either party, upon written notice given to the
other party, at least, sixty (60) days in advance.

The present MoU may be renewed for two (2) consecutive periods of equal duration by a
written notice, accepted by the other part upon a written note.

PUBLICATION

ARTICLE FIVE - The summary of this MoU will be published in the Didrio Oficial da
Unido within 20 (twenty) days from the date of its signature. The University of Brasilia
will be entirely responsible for it.



FORUM

ARTICLE SIX - Any disputes arising from and related to this MoU shall be settled by
both parties through friendly negotiations.

Thus agreed, the parties sign the present MoU in 04 (four) copies of equal form and
content, 02 (two) in English and 02 (two) in Portuguese.
